Filter Settings Addendum

Filter 0.  This filter should only be used for pneumatic torque control tools with dramatic clutch bounce or electric tools with similar problems. 

Filter 1.  This filter is compliant with the ISO 5393 requirements and should be used for all electric and pneumatic torque control tools.

Filter 2.  This filter is generally ideal for testing most Japanese manufactured “makes” of pulse tools.  A run down fixture is required for the “shut-off” type of pulse tool.

Filters 3&4.  These filters can be used for most US and European types of pulse tools or when trying to correlate more closely the results of a static test.  Typically these are used when attempting to produce a higher test value with Filter 4 producing higher values than Filter 3 and Filter 2 subsequently.
