INSTALLATION

DANGER:
To prevent electrical shock, do not install unit into live electrical circuit. Make sure power
is off & locked out before starting installation. Immediate hazards WILL result in severe
personal injury or death.

All item and part number references must meet the
following requirements: Mount unit on lower
exposed portion of main shaft. Make sure unit is
vertical, with shaft facing down.  Make sure there is
clearance around drain hole on bottom of base. In
operation, either the housing or the main shaft can
rotate. Should not exceed rotation speed of 10 rpm.
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WIRING

DANGER:
To prevent electrical shock, do not install unit into live electrical circuit.  Make sure power
is off & locked out before starting installation.  Check continuity before using unit.  Also,
all circuits must be fuse protected.  Immediate hazards WILL result in severe personal
injury or death.

For connections install watertight connectors (not supplied) with input output cables.  Plug unused base swivel
hole with pipe plug to seal housing.  Insert input power supply through bottom of main shaft and connect to lead
wires above slip ring assembly.  The required number of three-part wire connectors for the input wires are supplied
in a plastic bag placed inside the housing.  Use all parts of the wire connector to make a secure connection.  The
output cable should be fed through either one of the two holes on side of base swivel.

Connect output leads to copper terminals on brush holder assemblies.  Plug any unused base swivel hole to
protect the internal mechanism from dirt and moisture.  All models have a ground wire that connects main housing
and bottom brush holder.  Make sure ground wire is securely connected.  For safety of equipment and personnel,
all circuits must carry a fuse protection.  All wiring must be completed according to diagram below.

SERVICE

WARNING:
Before performing any service, always disconnect and lock out all electrical power.  Unit
carries 600 Volts.  Hazards or unsafe practices COULD result in severe personal injury or
death.

LUBRICATION
Additional shaft lubrication is possible
through grease fitting in base. Applications
in corrosive environments, and those with
long periods without use will likely require
period lubrication. A minimal amount of
grease is required for full lubrication.
Be careful not to over lubricate.

INSPECTION
Periodically inspect slip ring mechanism to verify proper mechanical alignment and electrical contact.
Check condition of all parts, and replace parts that show significant wear, corrosion, or damage. Make
sure when brush holder assemblies are installed that the brushes are centered between black plastic
insulators and secured.  Make sure brush surface makes complete contact with ring.
